INTERVENTION OF NICARAGUA,
NON-ALIGNED MOVEMENT MINISTERIAL MEETING 

Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the countries of the Non-Aligned Movement.

Observers, special guests.
The delegation of the Republic of Nicaragua conveys a cordial greeting of peace from our Commander Daniel Ortega Saavedra, President of the Republic and from the Vice President, Compañera Rosario Murillo Zambrana.

The Non-Aligned Movement must demand on this 75th anniversary of the United Nations that it must fulfill the role for which it was created: to preserve world peace.

The position of Nicaragua is that in the spirit of Bandung all controversies between states must be resolved through dialogue and mutual understanding without recourse to force or the threat of force. In conflict situations, all MNOAL members should support peace efforts through political dialogue. 

We meet in exceptional times caused by the COVID-19 Pandemic, the Great Depression 2020, Increasing Extreme Inequality and the Second Cold War. 

Our solidarity with the families who have lost their loved ones, with those who suffer the consequences of COVID-19. Our recognition and gratitude to all health workers, true heroes of these times.

We make ours, the Theme of this Summit “Bandung+65: More Relevant, United and Effective Non-Aligned Movement against Emerging Global Challenges, including COVID-19”, particularly in this difficult moment of the History of Humanity, where the existing crises, like hunger, inequality, poverty, inequity among others, are being aggravated. 

Studies show that 5 years after the adoption of Agenda 2030, there is a risk of not achieving the Sustainable Development Goals and above all the primary objective, the eradication of poverty.

If we want our Non-Aligned Movement to be relevant, it must propose a global Post-Covid Consensus based on Multilateralism, Cooperation and Solidarity, which will allow our countries to implement the Sustainable Development Agenda of 2030, including the limitation of climate change on this century to 1.5°C, by achieving a net zero emissions society with a circular economy and far less inequality by 2050.

A new Post Covid International Contract is urgently needed, reaffirming the Bandung principles, defending Peace, strengthening relations of equality and respect between our nations, in a volatile world where multilateralism and world peace are threatened without precedent, in the face of imposed unilateralism and hegemony.

We are pleased to adopt a Political Declaration, which rejects and condemns any type of aggression, including the Unilateral and Illegal Coercive Measures, which have affected the economies of 39 countries, with more than two billion inhabitants, the application of which in times of Pandemic elevates the ir illegality to the level of crimes against Humanity. 

Our solidarity with Cuba, the Cuba of Fidel, Raul and Diaz Canel, which is in the midst of a worsening of the criminal blockade imposed by the United States 60 years ago. Cuba continues to demonstrate its great contribution to humanity, sending medical brigades even to developed countries, to help them face this pandemic. 

Our Solidarity with the country and people of Bolivar, of Chávez, of Nicolas Maduro, Venezuela, who are suffering constant aggressions, but we know that this revolutionary project will continue to advance, to triumph and to achieve even greater victories.

These violations of International Law undermine dialogue, negotiation and political solutions, in addition to the failure of developed countries to fulfil their commitments. Only six countries have complied last year with the 0.7% of GDP for ODA agreed in 1980. The promised 100 billion a year for Climate Change by 2020 has not appeared either. Both of these failures weaken the credibility of International negotiations.

We salute and reinforce our Solidarity with the Just Struggle for the State of Palestine, with East Jerusalem as its Capital, and based on its 1967 borders. We reject the policies of annexation and unilateral actions that hinder the solution of the two sovereign States, living in Peace and Security.

Nicaragua supports the implementation of the Comprehensive Joint Action Plan with the Islamic Republic of Iran. This agreement demonstrates that dialogue and diplomacy are the appropriate means to resolve these problems, within the framework of multilateralism.

Nicaragua, for its part, is taking important and firm steps in the transformation towards an inclusive, equitable, social and economic model. In the World Gender Gap Index, Nicaragua has gone from 90th in the world in 2007, to 5th last year. The first day of the Government in 2007 the rights of free and universal health care and education where restituted in the second poorest Country in Latin America and the Caribbean.
